Alabama Community Scholars Institute:                    Recognizing, Recording, and Presenting    Alabama folkways and traditional arts. 

Participants will check in at St. Bernard Retreat 
on Tuesday afternoon at 1:00 pm and spend the 
afternoon touring the grounds and campus as  
well as the Ave Maria Grotto.  There will be an 
introduction, roadmap to the days ahead, free 
time to settle in, and dinner.  
 
Fieldwork Training:  ~Learn to identify ex-
pressions of folk culture and document commu-
nity traditions using audio and video recordings.  
~Experience fieldwork by interviewing tradition 
bearers in the local community.  ~Review the 
steps to complete written documentation and 
prepare collections for preservation at the  
Archive of Alabama Folk Culture.  

Accommodations:  St. Bernard Retreat and 
Conference Center has dining, housing, meeting 
rooms, nature, and recreational facilities.  Rooms 
have two twin beds, private bath, telephone, and 
individual controls.  ADA rooms available on 
request.   
 
Cultural Experiences 
 
Vernacular Architecture:  tours of St. Bernard 
Abbey and School, historic buildings located 
downtown, and the Peinhardt Farm will allow 
participants a chance to see and learn about the 
stone masonry of local landmarks and òpegó 
style wooden construction techniques. 
 
Foodways and Farming:  An expression of 
the unique German heritage and family and com-
munity traditions, local foodways, crops, festi-
vals, and seasonal activities will be discussed and 
then documented by the participants on the final 
day.   

   Presenting Folklife:  Traditional arts are pre-
sented through exhibitions, documentary films,  
panel discussions, gatherings, publications, 
tours, plays, concerts, recordings, and festivals.  
Through examples, learn about various oppor-
tunities to make the cultural resources in your  
community an asset, contributing to heritage 
tourism and economic development. 
 
~Share ideas with other participants, ask ques-
tions, and contribute to the discussion during 
each session.  ~Visit the Cullman County  
Museum and meet local cultural leaders who 
have contributed to the preservation of tradi-
tions and the rich heritage of the region.
